virtual ROMAN reality

The area around Caersws makes a good story about the Romans in
mid Wales and has therefore been specially chosen for a virtual
reality ‘flight through history’.

The first chapter of the story involves the Iron Age tribes in the area
before the Romans came, living in farmsteads and hillforts like
Cefncarnedd.

The resistance of the native Iron Age tribes to the advancing Roman
army forms the second chapter of the story, the hillfort at Cefncarnedd
being one of the possible sites where Caractacus tried but failed to
make a final stand against the Romans.

The period of the Roman conquest and the peace which followed
forms the third and fourth chapters of the story, represented by the
earlier temporary Roman fort east of Caersws and the later permanent
fort within the village itself.

The adoption of some of the trappings of a Roman way of life is

shown by the settlement that sprang
up next to the fort at Caersws and
by the objects found there.

The final chapter of the story sees
the withdrawal of the Roman army
from Britain and the end of Roman
Caersws.
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
